INSTALLATION

. Make sure that all the packing materials

are removed from the inside of the door.

2. WARNING: Check the oven for any damage,
such as misaligned or bent door, damaged
door seals and sealing surface, broken or
loose door hinges and latches and dents
inside the cavity or on the door.

UTENSILS GUIDE

. The ideal material for a microwave utensil is transparent to microwave, it allows energy to
pass through the container and heat the food.

. Microwave cannot penetrate metal, so metal utensils or dishes with metallic trim should
not be used.

. Do not use recycled paper products when microwave cooking, as they may contain small
metal fragments which may cause sparks and/or fires.

. Round /oval dishes rather than square/oblong ones are recommend, as food in corners
tends to overcook.

. Narrow strips of aluminum foil may be used to prevent overcooking of exposed areas. But
be careful don't use too much and keep a distance of 1 inch (2.54cm) between foil and
cavity.

CLEANING AND CARE

. Do not allow the control panel to become
wet. Clean with a soft, damp cloth. When
cleaning the control panel, leave oven door
open to prevent oven from accidentally
turning on.

. If steam accumulates inside or around the
outside of the oven door, wipe with a soft
cloth. This may occur when the microwave
oven is operated under high humidity
condition. And it is normal.

. Itis occasionally necessary to remove the
glass tray for cleaning. Wash the tray in
warm sudsy water or in a dishwasher.

8. The roller ring and oven floor should be
cleaned regularly to avoid excessive
noise. Simply wipe the bottom surface of
the oven with mild detergent. The roller
ring may be washed in mild sudsy water
or dishwasher. When removing the roller
ring from cavity floor for cleaning, be sure
to replace in the proper position.

9. Remove odors from your oven by
combining a cup of water with the juice
and skin of one lemon in a deep microwa-
veable bowl, microwave for 5 minutes.
